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PROPOSED RAVEN COAL MINE AND OTHER COAL DEPOSITS IN THE COMOX VALLEY
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BACKGROUND

RAVEN UNDERGROUND COAL MINE: 3100 HECTARES

Compliance Energy Corporation (CEC) has
a total coal tenure in the Comox Valley of
29,000 hectares. The proposed Raven
Underground Coal Mine Project would
process the raw coal on site, and ship the
saleable coal product to a proposed coal
storage and shipping facility 80km away in
Port Alberni. The transport of the coal to
Port Alberni is currently proposed to be by
double trailer B-train trucks. The coal
leaving Port Alberni would be exported to
Asian Coal markets by Panamax-class
cargo ships. The waste rock pile left above
ground at the mine site over the 16 year
mine life would total 17 million tonnes.
COAL MINE AND DEPOSIT LEGEND

Located only 5km from Baynes Sound, any
acid mine drainage or pollutants from
the mine would have a devastating effect
on the world famous shellfish industry and 
local water aquifers.

BEAR COAL DEPOSIT: 2046 HECTARES
Located 12km from the Raven Project this
coal deposit has been identified as being
accessible by open pit methods of mining.
Probably not a stand alone project, but
could possibly be developed in conjunction
with the Raven Project.

ANDERSON LAKE DEPOSIT:865 HECTARES
Located in the Northwest part of the CEC
coal tenure, just off the Strathcona Parkway
(the road leading to Mt. Washington), this
coal deposit has been described as having
open pit potential.
