At OPIRG-Peterborough (Ontario Public Interest Research Group) we stand in solidarity with the Wilderness Committee and other organizations in the Comox Valley that oppose the Raven Underground Coal Project. Our concern is for the protection of the beautiful natural environment of the region, the contamination of the Cowie Creek Watershed and the impact the mine would have on the Baynes Sound Shellfish Industry. Mining coal is a dirty industry. We support the call for long-term, sustainable, green industry and job creation in the Comox Valley and call upon the Government of British Columbia and the Government of Canada to reject the Raven Underground Coal Project.
